He also wants to thank his deputy, 

Roly, who spreads salt on the bad bend on Dam Lane. It is very early days and we could get a lot more bad 

weather so his message is be vigilant and prepared and remember to look after those who are elderly or infirm. 
 

The Parish Council are requesting some new signage on the double bends leading out of the village near Manor 

Farm cottages on the road to Burnham as there have been a significant number of near misses for both cyclists 

and walkers. It just could help to make motorists more aware of other road users.
